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THECLASSXIIgeneralstreamex-
amination results of theGujarat
SecondaryandHigherSecondary
EducationBoard(GSHSEB),which
was announced on Thursday,
recorded the highest-ever pass
percentage of 91.93 – a jumpof
18.66 per cent points from the
73.27percentregisteredlastyear.
This is the highest pass per-

centage the Board has ever
recordedwhen it comes toClass
XIIgeneralstreamexams.Among
the3,78,268regularstudentswho
appeared for the exams held in
March,3,47,738passed.
Class XII science stream re-

sults, too, declaredonThursday,
witnessed an overall pass per-
centage of 82.45per cent, an in-
crease of 16.87 per cent points
fromthe65.58percentrecorded
in March 2023. Among the
1,11,132regularstudentswhoap-
peared for the exams, 91,625
passed.
In the science stream, girls

recorded a pass percentage of

82.35percent,slightlylowerthan
boys at 83.53per cent.However,
in the general stream, girls out-
shoneboys–whilegirlsrecorded
apasspercentageof94.36,thefig-
ureforboyswas89.45percent.
GSHSEB officials cited the

changeinexaminationpatternas
amajor reasonbehind the show
this year. “Earlier, each question
used to comewith two choices.
But now, instead of specific
choices for eachquestion, candi-

dateswere given a general op-
tion,” GSHSEB Vice-Chairman
Dinesh Patel told The Indian
Express.
Accordingtothechangeinthe

exam pattern announced in
October 2023, candidateswere
givenageneraloptiontochoosea
fewquestionstheywantedtoan-
swer from a list of questions.
Earlier, each question used to
comewithtwochoicesandallhad
tobeattempted.

Further, another keymodifi-
cation included a hike of 10 per
cent inobjectivequestions, from
20to30percent.Theshareofde-
scriptivequestionsdeclinedfrom
30to20percent.
In the science stream,Morbi

topped among districts with a
pass percentage of 92.8. Chhota
Udepur, at 51.36, recorded the
lowestpasspercentage.Similarly,
in thegeneral stream,Botaddis-
trict,with96.4,recordedthehigh-
est pass percentage while
Junagadh, at 84.81, came last
amongthe33districts.
However, among the Class

XIIgeneralstreamrepeatcandi-
dates, only 49.34 per cent
passed. For the science stream,
the figure was 32.95 per cent.
Further, the Gujarat State Open
School(GSOS)examssawapass
percentageof 54.98.
At Khavda examination cen-

tre inKutch,which recorded the
lowestpasspercentage,46among
the 90 general stream students
whosatfortheexamsatthecen-
tre,qualified.
In thegeneral stream,among

thedifferentmediumsofinstruc-

tions, Urdu medium schools
toppedClass XII general stream
with97.62per cent, followedby
Marathimedium(94.07percent),
English (92.8 per cent), Gujarati
(91.98percent)andHindi (85.84
percent).
All subjects recorded a pass

percentageofabove90inthegen-
eral stream. English (first lan-
guage)recordedthehighestpass
percentageof 99.67, followedby
Hindi(secondlanguage)at99.46
andSociology at 99.3. Computer
Sciencerecordedthelowestpass
percentageof90.95percent.
However, in the science

stream, among differentmedi-
ums, Gujaratimediumstudents
scored thehighest passpercent-
ageof82.94percent,followedby
Englishmediumat81.92percent.
ThelowestwasrecordedbyHindi
mediumschoolsat66.59percent.
Further, general stream stu-

dentssecured100percentinlan-
guages, including Gujarati and
Hindi–bothfirstandsecondlan-
guage – andUrdu. On the other
hand, science stream students
recordedthelowestpasspercent-
ageinPhysics(83.17).
